Dear Parents, Guardians and Learners, 
 
I grew up in a family where only one parent worked 
and there was very little money for luxuries. As a 
result, we all had to do household chores. This was a 
good thing because it taught us discipline, a good work 
ethic, respect and how to take responsibility.  
 
Many of the current Rand Park parents were raised 
with similar circumstances to mine. However, once we 
started our own families, we decided to give our 
children everything we didn't have and to make life 
easier for them so that they donôt have to struggle like 
we did. Is this a good thing? I donôt think so.  Children 
are reluctant or unwilling to do what we were expected 
to do when we were young: gardening, housework, 
chores, playing in the garden, washing cars, cleaning 
their rooms or finding casual jobs for pocket money. 
They are bound to their electronic devices by some 
magical invisible chain. Whose fault is this? Do we 
have a lazy generation of children? Yes we do and as 
parents, it's mostly our fault.   
 
Children havenôt changed; we, as parents, have 
changed. Society has also played its part - we are 
reluctant to allow our children to walk to the shops 
alone, to play in the parks or ride their bicycles in the 
streets. It has become unsafe. In many instances, both 
parents have to work to meet the financial needs of the 
family, so there is no-one to accompany the children 
when they venture outside. 
 
 
 

We, as parents, are largely responsible for our 
childrenôs behaviour - we should be giving them 
chores to do that are similar to those that we had 
to do when we were young. Our parents made us 
do most of the household chores with serious 
consequences if we didn't do them. This 
contributed to making us more responsible adults.  
 
It is our duty to instil these values in our children. I 
urge you to expect them to tidy up after 
themselves, to do the dishes after meals and to 
complete their homework. Give your children a list 
of chores and help them plan their afternoons after 
school so that all the work gets done. Check 
whether they have completed everything when you 
get home after work.  If not, there should be 
consequences for their inaction. If they have done 
what was on the list, reward or praise them.  
 
This is part of the educational process and will 
help to develop life skills that will enable our 
children to deal effectively with the demands and 
challenges of everyday life. It is not the schoolôs 
job to teach manners and work ethic. These start 
at home. I believe that collectively, parents, 
teachers and children can work together to 
develop caring and responsible young adults. 
 
Please accept the challenge to give your child 
more responsibility and enjoy the positive changes 
you will see as s/he matures.
